In this connection DFS communicated that the Key objective of the committee is to organize a dedicated one-week district Level camps at District collector’s office during the month of October 2025 and to ensure maximum distribution of  unclaimed financial assets to its rightful claimants as possible by end of 31st Oct. 2025 and the remaining amount before 31st December 2025.

Rehabilitation Plan of Borrower Accounts Affected in the Tourism Sector in UT Ladakh.

The UTLBC Ladakh, during its 12th UTLBC Meeting held on 3rd July, 2025, was apprised of the adverse impact on the tourism sector due to the unfortunate incident that occurred in April 2025. In line with the resolution passed during the said meeting, a Committee comprising representatives from three major banks was constituted to formulate a rehabilitation plan for the affected borrowers in the UT of Ladakh. The committee has since prepared the Rehabilitation Plan, which has been circulated to all member banks for necessary action.

Further. A joint representation has been submitted to the Chairman, UTLBC Ladakh, by stakeholders representing from All Ladakh Hotel and Guest House Association (ALHAGHA), All Ladakh Tour Operators Association (ALTOA), Leh Cooperative Taxi Ltd, Tempo Union, Bikers Union, All Ladakh Transport Association, 407 Union, and the Merchant Association. The representation seeks additional financial relief measures for the tourism sector in view of the subsequent incident on 24th September 2025, which once again severely affected business across the UT Ladakh.
